Dear Friends in Christ,

A friend shared a story with me about Episcopalians and the Word of God.
This is somewhat a myth as we have three scripture lessons every Sunday in
every one of our services, but some of it rings true for those of us who grew
up in the Episcopal church. We are sure of the liturgical seasons, the proper
colors and the meaning of each, but do we learn the Word of God?

The story from my friend goes like this: She and her family were
Episcopalians. On her street there were two other families with boys around
the age of her son. One family went to the Baptist church and the other family
did not have a church home. Her son and the son of the Baptist family often
invited the unchurched young boy to attend church with them. One Saturday
afternoon the young boy was visiting her home and seemed upset. Her son
asked him what was wrong. He responded that he had been asked to go to
church with the Baptist family the next day, but he had lost his Bible and
could not go to the Baptist church without one. Her son responded, “Oh, you
can go with me, you don’t have to have a Bible at my church.”

This story has some humor, some myth and some truth. That is one of the
reasons that we are so excited to begin a Bible study this fall that will include
every part of our ministries. Our clergy, John and Hamilton, have prepared
liturgy for each week that will be taken from the scripture that will have been
studied during the week by adults, youth and children. We will be immersed
in the Word of God in church, Sunday school, small groups, and at home with
our families. We can learn and grow together in His word which He said in
Psalm 119 is the “lamp to our feet and the light to our path.”

I’'m looking forward to our walking this path together.

| encourage you to try out some of these hints and ideas to
reduce your stress levels.

« Walk the talk—literally! The best exercise is to walk with
the Lord. People who walked an extra 4,000-5,000 steps each
day lowered their blood pressure by an average of 11 points.
Get a pedometer to help you count your daily steps.

« Play hard! Any regular vigorous physical activity reduces
your risk of cardiovascular disease, even if for only 10-15
minutes a day. Keep that heart beating!

» Choose dark chocolate! (I like this one!) Cocoa contains
flavonoids that thin the blood and keep it from clotting. Dove
dark chocolate bars retain as many flavonoids as possible.
Wow, go for it!

« Eat oatmeal cookies! (Another one | like!) In a Connecticut
study, people with high cholesterol who ate oat-bran cookies
daily for 8 weeks dropped their levels of LDL cholesterol by
more than 20%. And they're yummy too!

« Forgive people...starting with yourself! Let those guilt feelings
go...you are forgiven in Christ! Pray for forgiveness from
someone whom you have wronged. And then go to that person
and ask for forgiveness. Life is "for giving"!

« Smile and laugh a lot! Let people continue to wonder why
you're so happy! And then tell them. Researchers at Harvard
studied 1,300 people for 10 years. They found that those who
had the most positive attitudes at the beginning were half as
likely to have experienced heart problems as those with more
negative attitudes. And they sure were more fun to be around!
