Dear Brothers and Sisters in the Lord:

Many of you have told me there has been a new
explosion of the reality of God as each day you
have been gripped by the Scriptures. It is, after
all, the Word of God we come before, living and
active, sharper than any two-edged sword. What
a difference the Essential 100 Challenge has
made in the solitary mornings of many of our
lives and in the fellowship of worship on Sunday
mornings. | sense—over the past months—a new
intensity of the love of God, a spontaneous
interest in “making a difference,” in mission
work, witnessing, serving.

And what is the source of all this? It is always
the same. Jesus Christ born for us, tracking us
down, ripping through all our rebellion, self-
absorption and diversions—being born for us
that he might bring us truth and grace. In Jesus
we discover what we have always wanted: the
power to become sons and daughters of God. He
became the son of man that we might become
sons of God (Lewis).

Here he comes again. And to that end, here
are two things to lead you into Christ’s expanding
light:

i) Following is a list of Advent Scripture
readings. We will finish the course of our Old
Testament readings in the Essential 100
Challenge by the end of November. At the first

four weeks we will return to our traditional
Advent themes and worship and readings; then
we will begin the New Testament together in
January. For now, let’s keep on with the daily
engagement in the Word, being “immersed in
Scripture” as our Vision for the parish says it.
Pray. Read. Reflect.

ii) What could be better to cap off our Old
Testament walk than to have the Rev. Dr.
Christopher Seitz join with us the weekend of
December 9 to preach and teach? His theme is
The God Who Keeps His Promises. Chris is
Professor of Old Testament at Wycliffe College,
Toronto, the largest Anglican Evangelical
Seminary in North America. In addition to his
preaching, at Adult Christian Education Chris
will teach the book of Jonah. On Monday morning
in the Parish Hall, he will open us to the Word
in the book of Ruth. The time will be 7:30-8:30;
and we will have breakfast as we study. Bring
your Bible to both classes. And please let the
office know (RSVP by Dec. 6) if you will attend
the Monday breakfast.

The Father’s glory awaits us in the face of a
child. To see him is to view the majesty of the
heart of God himself! Don’t miss kneeling at his
feet.

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Holy Comforter’s History

and God'’s Big Picture
December 21, 2007, will mark the 150th
Anniversary of Holy Comforter’s official
establishment as a parish church. We
are blessed to mark this occasion with
the publishing of a book about our
Church’s history. As | was reading
through it, it began to strike me that a
history of a church is different from the
history of any other organization. It is
the continuation of the story and not just
an account of events past. Let me explain.
Our history book is really “Chapter 29”
of the Book of Acts. In the New
Testament, the Book of the Acts of the
Apostles (as it is officially known) ends
with Chapter 28, but the story continues
to this day. Itisastory of Christ’s church
and how it carries out our Jesus-given
mission to “make disciples of all nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father
and the Son and the Holy Spirit” (Matt.
28.16-20) and to be Jesus’ “witnesses in
Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria,
and to the end of the earth” (Acts 1.8).

In Acts, we see how Christ’s disciples
spread the word of God from a small
community of followers in Jerusalem to
the ends of the Roman Empire. But the
church didn’t stop there.

History tells us that the church spread
all over Europe, Africa, India, and the
Middle East. It then traveled with the
First European settlers to North and
South America.

Christianity came to South Carolina
first with the Spanish and then with the
English in 1670. As the English settlers
moved away from the coast into the “back
country,” they found they needed to
continue the mission Jesus gave them.

Churches were established in Stateburg,
Bradford Springs, and in the southern
part of the area (St. Mark’s). As the
population of what became Sumterville
grew, those who were affiliated with the
Anglican Church found they needed a
church, and Holy Comforter was first
organized in May 1857. Within two short
years, Holy Comforter was a thriving
parish complete with their own church
building.

Parish Family Weekend

One of the most spiritually rewarding
events in our parish life together is the
annual Parish Family Weekend (January
18—20) at Kanuga in Hendersonville,
N.C. This traditionally is scheduled
during the week-end prior to the Martin
Luther King holiday, allowing an extra
day of rest.

The Reverend Rick Belser (retired priest
from St. Michael’s, Charleston), has
happily agreed to serve as our guest
speaker. Rick has been our guest several
times at Holy Comforter and we welcome
him back.

If you have never attended, then this
is the year to start. Kanuga has rustic
cabins with fireplaces (with a stash of
pre-cut wood), a modern lodge, great
food, lake and mountain views, a
beautiful chapel, trails everywhere, crisp
air, and sometimes snow. Children, as
well as adults, come away feeling

refreshed. Start a family tradition by
venturing to Kanuga! Start planning now
to attend.

As always, there are scholarships
available; just speak to Rev. John Barr.

What is striking when you read Holy
Comforter’s early history is that our
church’s founders never lost sight of
Jesus’ mission for them. They never
forgot their church’s purpose: to make
disciples. On January 25, 1858, only one
month after Holy Comforter was officially
established, one adult was baptized and
four people were confirmed. In the
following years, many other baptisms
and confirmations occurred. They knew
they were there to “create disciples who
make disciples.” There was no confusion
over why they existed.

Unlike the history of a bank or social
club, Holy Comforter’s history is not just
an isolated account of 150 years of an
individual institution. Itis the
continuation of a greater story, of God’s
Big Picture for the entire world. Like the
early church in Acts or the missionaries
that landed in the New World, Holy
Comforter continues the mission Jesus
commanded. We continue to preach the
Good News of salvation in Jesus Christ
and to baptize people in his name. Our

| have not been very good about
keeping the parishioners apprised of
what is going on with the ministry.
It seemed that | was almost
continually repeating the same
message. So, what is new with the
Recovering Sight Ministry?

First, you and others have been
continually supporting us with
prayers and finances. We have always
had what we needed at the proper
moment. That being the case, at the
end of May 2007, we have trained a
total of 18 blind individuals how to
use a computer. That is staggering,
given the fact that we began this
ministry in February of 2004.

We recently received a grant, which
had it's beginning with Nancy Kuhn,
Tom Kuhn's late wife. Tom is a
committee member of the Recovering
Sight Ministry, and a board member
of the Recovering Sight Foundation.

Nancy and the current Safe Federal
Credit Union CEO, Beverly Gagne,
started to work together at the Safe
Federal Credit Union many years ago.
Tom knew that there was a group of
Credit Unions in North and South
Carolina that had formed a

foundation to award grants to
organizations that were making a
difference in the lives of their
citizens. That Foundation is called
the Carolinas Credit Union
Foundation (CCUF).

Tom suggested that the Recovering
Sight Foundation apply for a grant
of $10,000. He even volunteered to
shepherd all of the necessary
paperwork, which is not my calling.
We applied in March 2007, and by
July 2007 figured we had missed our
chance.

Then, | received this message in an
email from Beverly Gagne on July
30: “I have wonderful news. The
grant request for the Recovering Sight
Foundation has been approved by
the Carolinas Credit Union
Foundation Board. Not only was it
approved, the Director, John Slack
requested and was approved to
increase the amount to $12,000. |
am delighted that your organization
was awarded this amount to help
people in the Sumter area. John
Slack will let me know when he can
come down for a publicity event. If
you have students who will begin
classes soon, please let me or John

know and he will bring a check to
cover the costs for their hardware
and software. As additional students
begin training, John will issue checks
for them until the $12,000 has been
exhausted. At the end of a class, John
would like for each student to send
him an email letting him know the
impact that this opportunity has or
will have on their lives. He will share
these emails with the Board of
Directors of the Foundation at their
next meeting.

Again, | am so happy that this grant
has been approved. Thank you for
allowing us the opportunity to
participate in the great work that you
are doing. God Bless, Beverly A.
Gagne.”

Needless to say, we were stunned
and gratified. The publicity event did
occur on September 5, 2007. Mr.
Slack came and presented us with the
full amount! I will be submitting
future reports to apprise you of the
students’ progress, and other exciting
events.

I pray that it will act as a compass to
guide us in the future mission of this
church. 1 pray that when our
descendants sit down to write “Chapter

30” of Acts, they will have stories of
salvation and baptism, stories of how we
“created disciples who made disciples.”
As inheritors of the world-wide church’s
history as well as Holy Comforter’s
history, it is now our job to lift high the
cross so all the world will know and love
Jesus as Lord. Come and join the great
story of God.
