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  Mission statements; they’re everywhere! Banks,
doctor’s offices, gas stations, even the Piggly Wiggly
has a mission statement! Often written to provide an
understanding of their purpose, they answer the
questions “who we are” and “why we are here.”  They
are an organization’s compass that determines its
direction.
  When my family and I were in England, we rode the
city buses to get around town.  We would wait at the
bus stop, and as each bus drove up, we would determine

which bus to board by looking at the sign on the front.  That sign told us where the bus was
going.  A mission statement performs the same job as the sign on the front of the bus. It
states the goal of the journey.
   A few years ago, Holy Comforter put forth a mission statement of its own: Where the
power and love of Jesus Christ changes lives.  It is a statement of who we are and who we
want to be. Our focus is on Jesus Christ. It is His love and power that changes lives. We
offer a place where we give Him the opportunity to work. He is the center of who we are
and all we do. If you are living a life that you are not happy with, Jesus can transform it
into a life of joy. If you are living a life you feel is complete, Jesus can bring even more
fulfillment. If we are honest with ourselves, all of us feel like our lives are incomplete, but
Jesus tells us that he brings life in all its fullness (John 10.10).
   Read the mission statement slowly, paying attention to every word.  Think about what
it means. Then, ask yourself the following questions: Has the power and love of Jesus Christ
changed my life? How can I open my heart to the power and love of Jesus Christ today?
What can I do to help someone else’s life be changed by the power and love of Jesus Christ?
Our mission statement is not just a broad statement that floats above the Church. It is the
mission statement for every ministry and individual in Holy Comforter.
   So often, mission statements lose their ability to perform their goal-orienting role. Much
thought is put into their creation, they are rolled out by the leadership with great fanfare,
they are written in bronze letters and posted in conspicuous places, but soon they are
forgotten. It is back to business-as-usual. They find a comfortable place in the lobby of the
bank or the top of the letterhead and are generally ignored.
   This will not happen to our mission statement. With God’s help, we will keep it at the

forefront of all we do. In every ministry group in
our commissions structure, we will ask ourselves
“how can we offer this effort to the Lord so that
lives can be changed by the power and love of
Jesus Christ?”  When people ask you about Holy
Comforter, begin your answer by telling them that
it is a place where the power and love of Jesus
Christ changes lives, and then share how that is
true in your own life. With prayer, worship and
bible study, let’s always keep our focus on Christ
so we know where our “bus” is going!

   I’d like to tell you a little about our Nursery and Sunday School
offerings for children. If your child would like to join us in the nursery
or for Sunday school, we would love to have them!
Nursery
   Our nursery serves infants through 2-year-olds, and is found in the
Youth Building. Annette Connor brings years of experience as our
nursery supervisor. Babies and toddlers (as well as former babies and
toddlers) all love Miss Annette! She is a blessing to have at Holy
Comforter! We welcome Miss Nmano Neufville and Miss Liz Jackson
to our nursery staff as well. They are working alternating Sundays
along with Ms. Annette. We also have parent volunteers who are vital
to our ministry. If you have any questions about our nursery or if you
would like to be put on our rota, please stop by and see us!  Please
feel free to stay in the nursery with your child to give it a try if you’d
like to!
   The nursery is open from 10am (during the Sunday School hour)
and continues during the 11 o’clock service. Many parents pick their
children up from the nursery at Communion time, but children are
welcome to stay for the entire service.
Preschoolers
   Our preschoolers (ages 3K to 4K) are offered Sunday School from
10am to 10:45 am in the Youth Building. Our adult programs run at

the same time. Our preschool Sunday School children are working
through a Karen Henley curriculum. They enjoy learning about the
Lord while developing listening skills, following directions, taking
turns, sharing, singing, and making craft projects to go along with
lesson themes. We are so blessed to have Mrs. Mary Gene White and
Mrs. Lynn MacEwen teaching our preschoolers. The children adore
them!
Rotation Sunday School
   K5 and First-graders are grouped together for one Rotation Sunday
School class. Second-through-Fifth graders are grouped together in
another Rotation Sunday School class. We are using the Cornerstones
Rotation Sunday School Curriculum, which involves a 6 year scope
and sequence. This means that although the classes are multi-age, the
curriculum will be different each year for 6 years. So, the classes will
not repeat until your child has moved out of the elementary age range.
The lessons are exciting, creative, and developmentally appropriate.
They are based on scripture and offer good generalizations to the
children’s daily lives as well.
   This year’s Rotation Sunday School theme is “The Covenant.” The
units for the remainder of the year include “The Good Samaritan,”
“The Woman with the Alabaster Jar,” “The Prodigal Son,” “The
Crucifiction and Resurrection” (during Lent), “The Early Church” (for
after Easter), and “The Kingdom Parables” to finish out the year in
June.
Is the Lord calling YOU to be a Sunday School teacher?
   If so, we would love to have you!
   Our Sunday School teachers work in pairs and rotate so they teach
about one Sunday a month, depending on the number of volunteers
we have. This enables our Sunday School teachers to go to adult
Sunday School themselves on the weeks that they are not teaching.
The lessons are made available to teachers in advance and the Children’s
Ministries Director is available to give assistance with materials or
implementing the lesson. No experience is necessary! Our children
are learning so much and would be blessed if you would join us in
this ministry!
