Please tell me: What is Bible Boot Camp?

Whether it is ballet, casting a dry fly, or pulling a bow across a string, the
art of doing anything well and with beauty is to discover its primitive,
fundamental reality. One never outgrows the basic core moves and muscle
memory of any discipline. You go over it again and again, and it takes flight,
or the music comes. That is exactly what many of us never developed when
it comes to listening for God’s Word in the Bible. We settled for a few Bible
stories in the back of our memory; Samson and Delilah, the Good Samaritan.
We said “I’'m glad I’'m not a fundamentalist.” Or, “I'm not a literalist.” Or, “The
Bible has contradictions in it,” and thought we could walk away. But as adults
we’ve begun to realize we cannot hide anymore behind urbane evasions. We're
just biblically illiterate. Really, there is inside most of us a pulse to come
home, to encounter the word with intelligence and obedience, to be addressed,
to come under a reality larger than our little expectations and preferences. We
know something huge is there that might just lead to life itself. The thing we
come under which is larger than ourselves is the Bible.

Here’s what Bible Boot Camp is: six sessions of Adult Education which take
you to the core fundamentals of learning to hear God speak. It is for
everyone, no matter how well you think you know the Bible.
