With My Father
on the Bright Angel Trail

of Discipleship

My father and I stood looking at the trailhead.
It said Bright Angel Trail. Phantom Ranch, 9
miles. The fact that we were not prepared did
not matter, that we had not planned to go
made no difference. There it was. It led down
thousands of feet until

A few years ago, watching National
Geographic, I was stunned to learn the truth
about the average visitor to the Grand Canyon.
They said that most people drive hundreds of
miles to get there, but they spend more time
in the gift-shop than actually standing silent,
gazing at the wonder itself, more time buying
postcards of the experience than having the
experience. Somehow, the view itself, the real
thing, is just too wild,

you descended to the
heart of the canyon, the
Colorado River. We
stood before the sign
and were filled with a
strange and nagging
wonder. | think I was
eleven years old the day
we left the overview to
step inside the beauty
which had transfixed
both of us. That night
| slept under his arm,

too fierce, too
destabilizing and
dangerous to gaze upon.
Only three times in
the New Testament is
the word “Christian”
used; the word disciple
is used 269 times. What
does disciple mean?
The word, mathetes in
Greek, means learner,
apprentice, adventurer,

the closest | had ever

been to my father. It had been sweltering as
we descended on a path of dust and colors and
rock faces millions of years old. At the bottom,
lying beside my father, it was freezing. | lay
beside him with my eyes filled with stars which
were silent as light, the sound of the river
rolling through my heart; cold and tired and
expended, | was gripped with an inexplicable
gladness that we had not just seen the Canyon;
we had left the overlook and stepped inside its
world, and on the way, | had leaned into my
father as never before.

a student who leaves
the past to cling to his master. It means leaving
the giftshop and traveling inside the view; it
means making a decisive step, leaving the rows
of trinkets and postcards to step into the wind,
leaving the manageable, concrete overview.

When we become disciples, we leave the
world of “membership,” affiliation, attender,
personal preference. When we become
disciples we leave a past behind, and we take
on Jesus who is ahead of us, where it is his
path, his plan, his love, his design, and his
victory.

He called to him those he wanted, and they

Hamilton: Can you tell us a little bit
about yourself and your connection to
Holy Comforter?

Sarah: Sure. | was born in Sumter
and raised in this church. Except for
when I was in college, this has been my
church home.

Hamilton: Can you tell us about how
you became a Christian?

Sarah: Well, I would say that | have
been a Christian my entire life. | can’t
remember a time when | didn’t believe
in God. But I can remember when |
took hold of my faith for myself. | was
on a junior high retreat at St.
Christopher, and the speaker invited
us to accept Christ. He then sent us
out to have half an hour alone where
we could be with God.

Hamilton: What happened?

Sarah: | went out on the beach, and
that was the first time | really felt like
I was talking to God. He was right
there with me, not way up in Heaven.
Hamilton: How did you feel after that?
Sarah: Fantastic! Wonderful! It was
my first “spiritual high”. I really felt
the power of God'’s presence. | guess
you could say it was the first time |
really felt the Holy Spirit.

Hamilton: What happened with your
relationship with Christ after that first
real experience of God?

Sarah: It had (and has) peaks and
valleys. 1 got really involved in youth
events around the Diocese and went to
every one | could. While at the events,
I was on a peak, but | would sometimes
be in valleys between events. It's not
that | stopped believing. 1 just felt more
distant from God at those times | wasn’t
on a Christian retreat.

A huge event for me was the
Cornerstone event. Itis a Christian
music festival. It was so powerful to
be around thousands of people from

all over the country praising the Lord
with one voice. | was going strong for
the Lord all the way through high
school.

Hamilton: What happened next?
Sarah: College, sorority, new found
freedom. Need | say more?
Hamilton: | know what you mean.
I’m just waiting on an old fraternity
brother to show up one Sunday and
bust my bubble. I'm glad that in Christ
we are a new creation!

But moving swiftly along. What
happened to your relationship with
Christ at this time?

Sarah: It plateaued out. | didn’t stop
believing in God, it’s just that he
became inconvenient. | put him on the
back burner for a while. 1 got caught
up in the world and all it had to offer.

Hamilton: What happened after
college?
Sarah: | started singing with Not Our
Own. | sang with them some in college,
but I really got involved once | moved
back to the area. Slowly Christ moved
from the outside of my life to the center,
and that movement hasn’t stopped.
Hamilton: Lets talk about Holy
Comforter’s Mission. Over this past
year, how have you felt the power and
love of Jesus Christ through Holy
Comforter’s ministry?
Sarah: Wow. A lot of ways.
Hamilton: Can you name a few of the
big ways?
Sarah: My small group is the first one
that pops to mind. | have loved getting
together every Wednesday with friends
for Bible study and prayer. Itisarefuge
from life. It's refreshing.

I am also really growing spiritually

in that group. | am becoming more
comfortable with being a Christian in
all aspects of my life.

Hamilton: Any other ways?

Sarah: Yes. | love leading music. |
think St. Augustine said that “those
who sing pray twice.” For me, music
is pure, unbridled worship. | have
really felt close to God through the
music here.

Cursillo was also a time when | really
experienced the power and love of
Jesus. | was sponsored by Holy
Comforter parishioners. It gave me a
greater understanding of the
community of Christ and the love of
God. It also helped me grow as a
disciple.

Hamilton: What a great segue into my
next question! This is kind of related
to the first question I asked you about
mission. How have you grown as a
disciple of Jesus Christ this past year?
Sarah: Again, a lot of ways. Through
small groups and the Essential 100, |
have gotten into a discipline of getting
into God’s Word. That has been
awesome. | really feel closer to God
when | read the Bible.

I also pledged for the first time! When
I put the card in the plate | said “OK,
God, here we go.” That was a real
moment of saying to myself and the
world that | am a disciple of Jesus.
Hamilton: As adisciple, how have you
made more disciples?

Sarah: You don’t play around, do you?
That's a tough one. Well, | do enjoy
building people’s faith by bringing them
closer to God through music. So | have
helped to make disciples by building
up newly formed faith.

I will say that I am more open with
my faith with others. There has been
a gradual shift in my comfort zone.
While it is still hard sometimes, | am
more comfortable letting people know
| am a Christian, and when the time
comes, to invite others to join me.
Hamilton: Thanks so much, Sarah.
You have really blessed me and so
many others with your transparency.

came to him...that they might be with him and that he
might send them out... (Mark 3).

There it is. Being with him. Not a half-way love, but
walking a path, changing and learning, leaving behind
us all the toxic litter beside the road—as his heart
becomes our heart. As we go, back behind us lies all the
debris he has stripped away at each daily step:
unforgiveness, bitterness, superficiality, stony hearts,
pettiness, love of comfort, selfishness, the addiction of
joylessness.

Being a disciple means we step inside the great banquet
God has for us, finally laying down the Williams-Sonoma
catalogue which has filled our life; coming in to taste
real prime rib with a garlic and red wine glaze. It means
leaving the postcard shop to discover with Jesus the joy
we have longed for all our lives.

Being a disciple at Holy Comforter—the total reason
life exists—is to hear the words, Follow me, and to
decide, to make a decisive break. And along the way we
become infiltrated with his life. His heart becomes our
heart.

To be a real disciple means risking, leaving,
adventuring, changing to look more like him. It means
we face into the truth that we have settled for half-love,
settled for postcard pictures of a life which has been
waiting for us, but which has eluded us. It means losing
yourself on the trail only to find a new life on the way,
because he called us to be with him.

And the song we sing together as we walk—our frail
song of praise and witness, which doesn’t seem any
good—starts to birth symphonies in the lives around us.
Follow me becomes Go and tell.

Member of a
church or disciple of Jesus? Occasional attender, or life
with your Father under the stars?

A New Look

As you can see, this month’s newsletter is different from ones past. So,
why did we change it?

It all starts with our Mission and Vision. We launched our Mission and
Vision last September, and Holy Comforter’s lay and clergy leadership feel
that this is the direction God is calling us to walk in for the next few years.
As it comes from the Lord, we want to be faithful by following it. But there
is a problem.

Human nature is fallen. In fact, we are so fallen that, if we don’t have a
constant reminder of God'’s direction for us, we will go our own way. God
knows this, and that is why he sent a pillar of cloud and fire to guide the
Israelites through the desert. This is also reflected in our worship every
Sunday. We process into church following the Cross: we need the constant
reminder of where we are going and what we are about.

In early December, John Barr challenged the staff and lay leadership to
think of new ways to keep our Mission and Vision in front of us. One of the
ideas was to give 6 of our 12 monthly newsletters a theme which highlights
an element of our Mission and Vision. While every newsletter will contain
some basic information about events and activities around the church, the
bulk of the material in the newsletter will be relevant to that month’s theme.

For example, this month we are focusing on Holy Comforter’s Mission:
Where the Power and Love of Jesus Christ Changes Lives: Creating Disciples
Who Make Disciples. So, the material found in this newsletter will be about
how people’s lives have been changed by the power and love of Christ
through Holy Comforter’s ministries. Likewise, there are also articles on
discipleship and what it means to be a disciple. By highlighting one element
of the Mission and Vision every other month, we hope to show how God
is working through us to accomplish what He has given us to do.

As the Vision is a product of the Mission, it is only logical to have our
first themed newsletter focus on the Mission. In order to understand the
Vision, we must understand the Mission. With a clear understanding of
the Mission, we can then go onto discuss the five “spear-points” of the
Vision. As such, look for the following themes for the coming months:
