Want a fresh start?
 
   OK, you really wanted to go through the Old
Testament with the Essential 100 Challenge,
and you even got off to a good start.  You got
through the first few weeks, but then “life”
happened.  Your children got sick, you had a
few sleepless nights, and you got off your
schedule.  You had to take care of a parent
who ended up needing some long-term care. 
You had a really busy time at work that ate
into your morning Bible study time, not to
mention how life stops once Thanksgiving
comes!  The next thing you know, you are three
weeks behind, and you feel like you can’t catch
up.

   Well, with Christ there is always a chance to
start over.  On Monday, December 31, 2007,
we will begin the Essential 100 Challenge New
Testament readings.  Put off the Old Testament
readings you didn’t get to read until the
summer, and start the New Year afresh with
the New Testament.  You can wipe the slate
clean.

   Not only that, but you can also learn from
the fall and increase your chances of actually
doing all the readings.  Many of us found out
that it is difficult to do daily Bible study with
all the demands of life competing for our time. 
It won’t “just happen.”  We have to plan.  So,
here are a few suggestions:

1.  Set a time and a place:  In order to make
Bible study a priority, I recommend that you
set aside a specific time and a specific place to

do your Essential 100 Challenge lesson.  My
time is in the early morning in the church, but
we are all different.  Some of you may find
lunch in a busy restaurant the best time and
place, and others find midnight beside the
fireplace the best time and place.  The key is
to find a time and place where you can best
focus on what God is telling you through your
study.

   It is also important to guard that time.  Put
it on your calendar and do not let meetings or
appointments push it out of the way.  If it really
is a first priority in your life, then I challenge
you to have that reflected in how you plan your
day.

2.  Be flexible.  Suggestion #1 is the ideal, but
in reality it is not that easy to block off a time
every day.  Special events and emergencies
crop up, and that sacred time and space can
be invaded.  When these inevitable times occur
and our schedules are thrown off, then we
must be flexible and carve out a new time that
day to spend in study.  When I can’t come in
early in the morning because my son is sick
and I need to take my daughter to school, I do
my Essential 100 lesson at lunch.  If lunch
can’t work, then I stop work an hour early and
do it before I go home.  If I can’t do that, then
I do it during half-time of the college basketball
game I am watching.  While it is important to
guard the time, it is equally as important to
be flexible. 
 
Don’t let this great chance to dive deep into
God’s Word in the New Testament slip by you.
