Kairos

My dog Lena definitely lives in the
moment. When she is hungry, she eats;
when thirsty, she drinks. When she is
tired she sleeps. Oh, does she ever sleep!
She has no concept of time or marking
of time. She doesn’t know how long |
have been gone. I could step outside for
a few moments and when | walk in she
greets me as though | have been gone
for days. Everything she does is a new
event for her.

Those of us with pets realize that they
have no sense of the passage of time.
We don’t expect them to plan or
anticipate. | have to admit, there are
moments when | find myself envying
my dogs and cats. | imagine there is a
freedom to be found in not being pressed
by time. Not that | can truly conceive of
how our pets experience time, because
| am always aware of it. | can never
escape this perception that time is
passing.

In one sense, our pets may be thought
to dwell perfectly in God’s time. That is,
they live outside the parameters of
ordinary, clock time—the time that we
call chronos. Chronos gives us our term
chronological; it means the marking of
time in a linear order. Kairos is another
term for time, which we often call God’s
time, or perhaps our pets’ time. This has

no beginning or end; it is the infinite
where God dwells. In worship, we are
meant to enter into kairos; linear time
as we understand it is suspended. The
church calendar is structured to help us
enter into this timelessness of God. We
celebrate, perpetually, the birth, life,
death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ.

How can we enter into God’s time in
the midst of chronos, in the midst of the
business of all of life’s franticness?
Worship is one important way,
especially if we allow ourselves to lose
track of clock time. Private prayer and
meditation can be other valuable ways
that we can incorporate into our daily
lives.

January marks a new calendar year;
chronos marches on. But we are invited
to enter into God'’s time every day, to
“waste” time in worship and
prayer—something which offers no
productive value as the world sees it,
but which allows us great value as we
spend time with God.

To quote the words of a somewhat
corny old song, “Love will get you
through times of no money better
than money will get you through
times of no Love.” But really that’s
at the heart of the relationship
between God, the Church, and
money.

Let me explain. The easiest way
for me to begin forgetting what |
believe about God is for me to pay
more attention to my money—and
by extension all the things it can
do—than I pay to God. When | do
that, | begin to resemble my money.
No, | don’t turn green or gold, but |
do become able to be manipulated,
bought, sold, traded, exchanged, and
too easily squandered. | also become
temporal and confined, and if I'm
not careful I start to be possessed by
my possessions. When that starts to
happen, | am easily anxious,
frightened, and | become more
controlling. | think you can see
where this is going.

What's a person to do? Well, the
Bible tells me (in more than one
place) that the best thing to do is to
remember where everything | have
ultimately came from and, in order
to make the remembrance a reality
in my life, it is helpful to give back
to God on a regular basis a portion
of what | get. The Bible suggests the
modest amount of 10% and, when |
think of it, there’s not a business
deal anywhere | know where the
managing and sustaining partner
gets 10% and the worker gets

90%—but that’s God’s offer.

How’s the best way to give back to
God the simple 10% God suggests?
The answer is to and through the
only place where the Love of God is
proclaimed, made real on a regular
basis, encouraged, spread, and
offered to any and all comers—to and
through the Church. Yes, the Church
has expenses to do all that it does.
Yes, the Church has a budget and
needs the financial support of her
members. And yes, a lot of good
things are accomplished in and
through the Church. BUT...more
than anything else, the Church is the
incarnate reminder of the Truth
about God and about me—about all
of us.

Thus, in order to keep my life in
perspective, and in order to keep my
soul focused on God, | return 10%
of my salary to God through the
Church. After that I give to charity.
Has this been hard for me to do? |
can honestly say that it never has
been—once | started. The hardest
part was taking the leap. Would it
be hard for you? | can’t say. But |
suspect that the hardest part would
be taking the leap. Of course if you
don’t ever try, you know what will
happen—nothing—and wouldn’t that
be a shame.

1857-2007 about the Civil

war occupation of our sanctuary, particularly the courageous
Mrs. W who "endeavored to get the books and vestments on
Monday. The officers refused to send them but assured her
that they should not be molested. On Tuesday just after they
left the town, she sent for them and found only the Bible
belonging to the desk. The Prayer Book with all the Bishop's
prayers was gone. The gown, surplice, scarfs, etc. were also
gone. The pulpit was considerably injured and the position of
the melodeon led me to think that some ungodly hands were
practicing upon it..." [Holy Comforter, 1857—2007, $35]

Thelma Bultman was born and college-
educated in Tennessee; she came to SC in the late
1940s or early 1950s. She met and married George
Bultman of Sumter. She was raised as a Baptist,
and the first time she and George went to Holy
Comforter after they were married, Thelma went
home and cried and cried, saying she could not
change to the Episcopal church. Father Walker's
advice to George was, "George, please don't push
Thelma about the church.”

George followed the advice, and Thelma became
the quintessential Episcopalian. She often said that
she was sent as a missionary from the Baptist
church to the Episcopal church. She was very active
in every aspect of Holy Comforter, and became the
first lady elected to the Vestry. After her term on
the Vestry, she served as the secretary to the Vestry
for many years.

Thelma and George had no children but Thelma
was a mother or grandmother to many folks. It was
easy to sense the presence of the Holy Comforter
within her. The men walking to Emmaus after
Jesus' resurrection did not recognize him, but later
they remarked, "Did our hearts not burn when we
were with Him?" Spending time with Thelma would
make your heart burn. She radiated the Holy Spirit.
Being in Thelma's presence made you realize that
she had something you wanted. She personified
the fruit of the Spirit.

She gave freely to Holy Comforter; her time,
treasure, and talent. Holy Comforter received a
tremendous bequest upon her death. This bequest
has sustained and enhanced the best aspects of our
parish family life, bringing speakers in like Alan
Hansen to enrich our walk with Christ.

Her favorite Bible verse was, "This is the day the
Lord hath made, let us rejoice and be glad in it!"

Godly Leadership in Our Diocese
On March 27, Bishop Lawrence and the
Standing Committee of our diocese sent the

Most Rev. Katherine Jefferts Schori (the
Presiding Bishop) a letter protesting the
depositions of Bishops John-David Schofield
and William J. Cox.

Some background information: Last year,
the Diocese of San Joaquin split away from
the Episcopal Church, then accepted an
invitation from the Primate of the Southern
Cone (Archbishop over South America) to be
under his authority.

The National Church did not like this. On
March 12, the House of Bishops met and
deposed the two Bishops from San Joaquin
(Bishops Schofield and Cox), for failure to
adhere to the “doctrine, discipline, and
worship of the Episcopal church” and because
they had “abandoned the communion.” If
the deposals are valid, these two Bishops can
no longer function as Priests or Bishops in
the Anglican Communion. ( If you wish to
read the House of Bishop’s Deposal
Resolutions, it can be found at this website:

After the House of Bishop’s meeting, Bishop
Lawrence and our Diocesan Standing
committee met to discuss this matter. It
became apparent to them that the deposal
was done improperly and was not valid. In
order for a Bishop to be deposed, the
Episcopal Church’s Canons (bylaws) require
that a majority of all Bishops, active and

retired, vote for the deposal. In the case of
Bishops Schofield and Cox, they were deposed
by a majority of those Bishops present at the
meeting. Thus, the deposal was invalid.

In an effort to right this wrong, the Bishop
and the Standing committee wrote the
Presiding Bishop a letter “strongly protesting”
the deposal. This letter can be found at the
following website:

In this letter they outlined the concerns
discussed above and called for the House of
Bishops to “revisit those decisions, refrain
from the planned selection of a new Bishop
for the Diocese of San Joaquin, and make
every effort to follow our Church Canons in
all future House of Bishops decisions.”
Moreover, until the issue is revisited, our
Diocese will continue to recognize Bishops
Schofield and Cox and will refuse to recognize
any Bishop elected to replace them.

Why is this important? First, the Episcopal
Church has consistently required all parishes
and dioceses to follow the canons of the
church. The canons have been quickly
brought into play and rigorously enforced
when doing so is in the best interests of the
revisionist leadership of the National Church.

In this case, when a strict following of the
canons would serve as a check on those
interests, they were followed lightly. Thus,
our Diocese is calling the National Church to
abide by its own canons so that everyone may
be treated fairly.

This letter shows that our diocese will stand
firm for the truth. Bishop Lawrence, in his
address to the convention in January, called
on the Diocese to be a bright light in the
Episcopal church. Bright lights shine. They
are not hidden away. They pierce the
darkness and uncover what is hidden. This
is exactly what the Diocese has done in this
letter.

As it stands now, it appears
that our Diocesan leaders
believe it to be theologically
appropriate for the diocese
to remain part of the
Episcopal church. We are to
be a voice for the gospel in a

lost church. our diocesan leadership,
however, is not going to compromise with
the national church’s agenda. They will not
allow their acts to be done in secret. All that
they do and say will be examined in the light
of the teachings of scripture and the canons
of the church. South Carolina will stand firm
for the truth.

This gives me great encouragement to know
that we have Godly leadership. Our leaders’
courage and faith to take a stand on these
important issues builds trust. | can trust our
leaders to determine the course to which God
is calling this diocese. I call us to follow our
bishop as he follows Christ.
